Seminars & Workshops
Different kinds of seminars and workshops are organized for careers teachers and guidance teachers, on topics like JUPAS
(both AL & DSE cohorts), professional occupations, New Academic Structure for Senior Secondary Education, Successful
Transition for Secondary School Leavers under NAS, multiple pathways under NAS, overseas study, careers assessment tools,
life planning, policy forum on educational matters related to NAS, Chinese Career Key, mental health, web addiction, drug
addiction, neuro-linguistic programming (NLP), stress, anti-bullying program, suicide and grief counselling, etc.
Careers Guidance Course
A short course of 10 meetings is organized for careers teachers. It is specially designed for teachers currently involved in
careers guidance services in schools, and those who are interested in knowing more about the career development of their
students.
Guidance Course
Two short courses of 4 and 10 meetings are organized for guidance teachers. Experienced frontline guidance teachers and social
workers share with teachers on topics like crisis management, ways to deal with the mass media and students with mental
disturbance, etc.
Publication of Careers Guidance Handbook for Secondary School Leavers
A Handbook for secondary school graduates is published, in collaboration with Higher Education Division, EDB. The
Handbook provides valuable information for them before the release of public examination results.
Publication and research on Individual Student Planning
With the support of local academics, experienced career teachers and CDI, two learning tools, “Finding Your Colours of
Life” (for S.1-S.3) and “Career Mapping” (for S.4-S.6) were published for local secondary schools. Since 2007, over 70
public/school-based workshops have been organized to equip teachers involved in careers education and guidance with the
required skills and knowledge of how these can be best implemented. “NAS@Career Mapping” was first released in July
2010 during the EDB International Education Forum and Expo, as an informative tool for parents and students under NAS
that facilitates Individual Student Planning. With further support from the CDI, EDB, the revised e-version was available
for public access.
Since 2009, with the support of Prof. Leung Seung Ming from CUHK, we have launched the Career Interest Inventory
online platform through which students can take an empirically-based quantitative assessment on career inclination. Both
students and career counsellors were provided with analyses of results that facilitate guidance and support for individuals.
Summer Career-Related Experience Scheme
The Scheme provides students from member schools with an opportunity to acquire work knowledge and interpersonal skills
and to experience the actual working environment in safe working conditions covered by an insurance policy. Over 200 S.5 &
S.6 students are arranged to work in host organizations during the summer vacation.
Newsletters
Two newsletters are published annually to report the functions organized by the Association and provides useful information
for careers and guidance teachers.
JUPAS Talk and Statistics, FSTE Seminar & Seminar on Yi Jin Diploma and a new “Transition” Resource Platform
A JUPAS seminar inviting representatives from all JUPAS participating institutions is organized. It enables members to
gather first-hand information from these institutions, and to clarify any queries about JUPAS application, which might have
long been intriguing them.
In 2012-2013, the Association revamped the JUPAS Statistics platform with over 7000 cases with JUPAS offers, contributed
by member schools. The data bank is currently the most reliable and informative resources for career teachers and students
reference.
Another seminar introducing other non-JUPAS tertiary education pathways is organized. A total of 14 Federation for
Self-financing Tertiary Education (FSTE) institutions were involved. Latest information regarding self-financed degree and
sub-degree programs, together with a highly resourceful special issue of FSTE Newsletter, was given to participants.
An exclusive seminar on the Yi Jin Diploma (YJD) was launched. All seven YJD-offering institutions participated in this
event and program details were introduced to all teachers.
A new resource platform was established at www.transition.hkacmgm.org to provide career teachers, students and parents on
various information related to multiple pathways and resource packages supporting career transition of secondary school
students.
Response to Education Policies related to Careers Guidance and Guidance
In view of the emergence of various reform measures which might have significant implications on the role and development
of Careers Guidance and Guidance in secondary schools, including the implementation of NAS, issues related to Multiple
Pathways, Applied Learning curriculum, JUPAS and E-APP implementations and operations, and study opportunities for S.6
graduates, the Association is taking up a more active role in response to various policies and voicing out the needs and
concerns of front-line practitioners. Representatives of the Association partook in different liaison committees or advisory
meetings to channel voices of the front-line counsellors to various sectors.
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
